“預官” exam, I arrive the Netherland just when the “Orientation camp” began. We take a 

bus to a small rural town in the southern Netherland. (I never remember the name since I 

can’t pronounce the Dutch word.)

It’s really like 

our “freshman camp” in our freshman year. However, the orientation is hosted by a 

training institution rather than senior students, so all the activity will focus on “get 

familiar with your friends” or “create the team spirit”.
